Essam Radwan’s Short Curriculum Vitae

Dr. Radwan received a Bachelor’s of Science in Civil Engineering degree from Cairo University in 1972 with Honors. In 1974, he started his graduate studies at Purdue University and completed an M.S.C.E. and Ph.D. in 1976 and 1978, respectively. He joined the Civil Engineering Department at Virginia Tech in 1978 as an Assistant professor in Transportation Engineering. He received tenure and promotion to Associate Professor in June 1984. In August 1984 he was recruited by the Center for Advanced Research in Transportation at Arizona State University where he taught and conducted research at ASU from 1984 to 1990 and on June 1990 I was promoted to Professor.  

In August 1990, he was recruited, through a national search, to join the Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering at the University of Central Florida as a department chair. His major accomplishment as a chair was building a strong research agenda and attracting top quality faculty and graduate students. In 2001, the CEE Department received more than $7 Million from external resources claiming half of the college of engineering funding. In 2003, Dr. Radwan stepped down from his department chair position. During his thirteen-year tenure at UCF as an administrator, Dr. Radwan maintained an active profile in terms of teaching, research, and professional services. He personally directed and co-directed research funding totaling over four Million Dollars. Through out his professional career, he published more than 175 papers and technical reports, and graduated 35 Master and Doctorate students. 

In 1998 he was appointed by the Dean of Engineering at UCF to be the founding director of the Center for Advanced Transportation System Simulation (CATSS). To date, the center has generated close to $15 million in federal, state, local, and private funds. He continues to serve as the executive director of the center. In March 2008 he has been appointed as the Interim Executive Associate Dean at the College of Engineering and Computer Science at UCF.

Dr. Radwan’s professional and public services remained in high profile. He directed and taught in executive conferences and workshops, chaired sessions in conferences, served on advisory boards, chaired executive committees for professional organizations and held offices in others, chaired and served on committees at the college and university levels at UCF, and gave speeches in high schools and local professional society meetings. He served a three- year term as the chair of the UCF Strategic Planning Council. He received awards from ASCE, FES, and UCF.
