The Hillsborough Area Regional Transit Authority is a public entity charged with meeting the mass
transit needs of people living in Tampa, Temple Terrace and Hillsborough County. Our revenue consists
of state and federal funds, with passenger fares and local funds paying for operating expenses. (These
expenses include staff wages, fuel, insurance and repair costs.) According to our most recent survey,
riders primarily use HARTline to get to work — 59 percent of all riders are commuters. Although 49
percent of HARTline riders depend on mass transit, 51 percent have a vehicle available to them, yet
choose to take the bus because it's economical and convenient.
